On April 21, 2020, the City of Hondo convened in Emergency Called meeting for the purpose of
amending a statement regarding the COVID-19 a (Coronavirus) pandemic to include a declaration
regarding public and private gatherings and continuing and affirming the declaration to continue longer
than thirty days.

In compliance with the state health emergency declarations, as amended, occupancy of the City Council
Chamber was limited atall times to 10 people, including city council membersand city staff. The meeting
proceedings were broadcast in the plaza outside of the City Council Chambers. Persons listening to the
broadcast in the plaza were also limited to 10 persons.

3.  Citizens’ Comments.
Mayor Danner read this comment from Mr. Lynda Hook.

In support of total masking. There are so many people with underlying health
issues. There are many people running, walking and exercising going passed our
house all day long not wearing masks. The doctors are saying someone can
sneeze or cough and virus can be spread airborne. So, what is to stop their sweat
and mouth breathing when they pass our house. Most of the time the wind is
blowing into our house so we can’t air out our house on a nice day. We’re not
paranoid about the facts but we attend a doctors daily briefing and are concerned.

Mprs. Kim Davis read an email from Mr. Chavel Lopez:
Chavel Lopez candidate for Place 4 election on November 3, 2020. The council
made an ignorant decision when they did not include facemasks when they go



into businesses or HEBs. He stated that the COVID situation is supposed to get
worse. Worst is yet to come and a second wave is coming; yet here in Hondo we
do not enforce residents to wear masks. This is not a wise decision. The only
Councilmember that made sense was Councilman John Villa. This is not in the
best interest of the City. The other thing, the Mayor’s Declarations that are being
mailed out are only in English and need to be in Spanish as well. There are quite
a few folk that do not speak English, the information needs to get to everybody
not just to those that speak English. He stated the city workers need to get
hazardous pay or something since they are working in the pandemic, it’s a risk
for essential workers.

Mrs. Kim Davis read an email from Mr. Brad Price:
I’'m hope the Council will begin taking the appropriate steps in reopening Hondo
per Governor Abbott’s Phase 1 Plan. I’ve noticed most if not all the customers
and all of the workers within HEB and Walmart were adhering to the prescribed
distancing and city guidelines. I believe it may be time to enter into Phase 1 by
opening other retail stores/businesses within Hondo and possibly working with
businesses to begin getting the employees back to work; of course, in a safe
manner. Hondo; along with Texas; seems to be meeting the Presidents Phase 1
Plan for reopening the country and our coronavirus cases have been fairly low
and seem to be plateauing with the last figures showing 15 cases, 7 active and 6
recovered with 2 individuals passing away. There does come a time we need to
trust the people of Hondo; who have; in my observation; been doing a great job
of following the city, county and states guidelines. Also, let’s get back to
restoring our liberties and freedoms covered by the Constitution. I trust our
Council will act appropriately to move forward and begin restoring and
reopening Hondo.

Discuss and consider Sixth Mayoral Declaration of Local State of Disaster Due to Public Health
Emergency.
Mayor Danner read Proposed Order No. 12
As a result of the Governor's Executive Order GA-16 issued April 17, 2020,
“reopened services” shall be allowed to open starting on April 24, 2020, which
include all retail businesses that are able to sell goods through pickup, delivery by
mail or delivery to the customer’s doorstep in strict compliance with the terms
required by Texas Department of State Health Services. All other non-essential retail
stores that are not able to provide pickup or delivery of its goods or services must
remain closed.
Mayor Danner read Proposed Order No. 10
As a result of the Governor’s Declaration, bars, lounges, taverns, private clubs,
arcades, theatres, bowling alleys, bingo parlors, indoor commercial amusement
businesses, gyms, martial arts studios, nail salons, hair salons, barber shops, hair
removal salons, massage parlors, spas, tattoo and piercing parlors shall close.
Mayor Danner stated that the orders from the Governor could not be changed, and City Council has
no choice but to adhere with the orders. Homeland Security also changed the auto sales status and
they are able to open. The Governor also opened up golf courses and he understands that the City of
San Antonio public golf courses would be open up.
Mayor Danner read proposed Order No. 13:
The Hondo Golf Course will be allowed to reopen beginning May 2, 2020
toallow golfers to walk the course as long as golfers take the necessary
